BY THE NUMBERS

ALL-TIME VS. BUCKNELL
Tonight’s game marks the 69th meeting between the schools as 
Lehigh holds the 38-30 all-time edge including nine straight wins 
over Bucknell. Lehigh’s last loss to Bucknell came on February  
20th, 2007 in a 63-53 defeat at Stabler Arena.

In last season’s series, Lehigh defeated Bucknell 64-48 on January 
26th in Lewisburg and then cruised to a 72-39 win on February 
23rd in Bethlehem.

On March 6th, 2010 in Worcester, Mass., the two schools met in 

the Patriot League quarterfi nals where Lehigh won handily 72-58.

SCOUTING THE BISON
Bucknell is off to a tough start this season as the Bison are 2-13 as 
they enter tonight’s game on an eight-game losing streak. Buck-
nell won its season opener 46-35 vs. St. Peter’s prior to losing eight 
straight until the Bison defeated Fordham on Dec. 6th 49-39. Both 
of Bucknell’s wins came at home.

The Bison are still looking for their fi rst Patriot League win of the 
season as Bucknell most recently fell just short 49-45 vs. Lafayette 
Saturday. Bucknell held a 39-36 lead with 10:32 left in the game, 
but were unable to manage a fi eld goal until the fi nal seconds.

Bucknell was led by Lindsay Horbatuck’s 12 points and nine 
rebounds while Rachel Voss added six points and a career-high 10 
rebounds. 

Bucknell is led by Shelby Romine who leads the team with 9.1 
points and 3.5 assists while Horbatuck leads the team in rebounds 
with 7.7 per game, which ranks fourth in the Patriot League.

While Bucknell has struggled offensively this season, sitting last in 
the League in scoring (50.5 points), the Bison have done some nice 
things defensively as they are second in the League in defensive 
rebounds (35.3), second in steals (8.2) and third in blocked shots 
(4.2).

Bucknell was picked to fi nish fourth in the Patriot League Pre-
season Poll while Romine was named to the Preseason All-League 
Team. 

The Bison went 11-17 last season including a 7-7 record in League 
Play. The No. 4 seed Bucknell defeated the No. 5 seed Army in last 
year’s Patriot League Quarterfi nals 54-40 before falling to eventual 
champion No. 1 Navy 55-41 in the Semifi nals.

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THE DYNAMIC DUO
Lehigh has been led this season by its two Preseason All-Patriot League forwards Alexa 
Williams and Emily Gratch. Williams leads the team in scoring, rebounding, blocks and 
steals. Her 11.1 points per game rank sixth in the Patriot League and her 9.7 rebounds 
rank fi rst while her 1.5 blocks rank fi fth and 1.7 steals rank eighth. She is also second in 
the Patriot League with fi ve double-double games. Gratch missed Lehigh’s fi rst eight 
games due to injury but she has returned will full force as she is second on the team in 
scoring (9.7) and rebounding (7.3). 

CAREER DAY
In Saturday’s double-overtime thrilling win over Colgate, several Lehigh players set 
career highs. Senior Aly Byorick had a career-high 16 points on a career-high fi ve made 
fi eld goals. She also had a career-high four made free throws and tied a career high with 
three steals. Byorick’s previous career-high was 15 points which she scored on Nov. 19th 
in a win over St. Peter’s. Sophomore Hilary Weaver played a career-high 44 minutes and 
took a career-high six three-point attempts. Weaver’s 15 points were her second highest 
scoring output of her career as she set a career-high 20 points in Lehigh’s PL opening win 
over Holy Cross on Jan. 7th.  A pair of freshmen also had career days as Katie O’Reilly 
tied a career high with fi ve made fi eld goals while Sarah Williams played a career-high 
30 minutes and had a career-high 15 points, surpassing her previous high of nine which 
she scored twice this season including most recently at American last Wednesday. Wil-
liams also set career-highs in fi eld goals made (6) and attempted (21).

THE BEST THINGS IN LIFE ARE FREE
Lehigh has been taking advantage of its opportunities at the free-throw line as the Moun-
tain Hawks rank fi rst in the Patriot League in made free throws (249), attempts (347) 
and second in free-throw percentage (71.8%). Lehigh’s free throws have made up 25% 
(249/1,001) of the Mountain Hawks’ scoring this season, led by Williams who leads the 
league in free-throws made (93) and attempts (125) and ranks fi fth shooting 74.4% from 
the charity stipe. Free throws have made up 49% (93/189) of Williams’ points this season. 

HOMECOOKING
Lehigh started this season with seven of its fi rst nine games away from Stabler Arena. 
Then seven of the Mountain Hawks’ next eight games were at home where Lehigh has 
fl ourished. Lehigh is 7-2 at home this year including 2-0 in League play as the Mountain 
Hawks’ home averagin margin of victory is 13 points. Lehigh is averaging 65.9 points 
and shooting 38 percent compared to road games in which the Mountain Hawks are 
averaging 47.9 points and shooting 30 percent.

ROOKIE O’REILLY
One of the three newcomers to Lehigh’s squad, freshman Katie O’Reilly has started every 
one of Lehigh’s games thus far. The Colts Neck, N.J. native was a 1,000 point scorer and 
McDonalds All-American nominee out of St. John Vianney High School. In her fi rst 
season in the Brown and White, O’Reilly is already making an impact. She is one of three 
Mountain Hawks to start every game this season. Her 7.0 points per game rank 23rd in 
the Patriot League and fourth among freshmen. O’Reilly is second on the team in assists 
(1.6), second in offensive rebounds (1.8) and third in steals (1.3) which rank ninth in the 
Patriot League and fi rst among freshmen. 

SHARING IS CARING
Lehigh’s recent success is directly correlated to the Mountain Hawks doing a better job of 
dishing the ball and fi nding the open player. Lehigh averaged just 7.8 assists through its 
fi rst six games (1-5 record), but since then Lehigh has averaged 15.3 assists in 11 games 
(8-3 record), with the Mountain Hawks putting up at least 12 assists in 10 of those 11 
games. Lehigh has totaled 332 fi eld goals this season with 215 of those assisted for 65% 
which ranks second behind Holy Cross (74%). The Mountain Hawks are led by sopho-
more Hilary Weaver who ranks second in the Patriot League with 4.2 assists per game.

-  In a game that featured 14 ties and 13 lead changes, the Lehigh 
women’s basketball team (9-8, 2-1 PL) came out on top in a double-overtime thriller to 
beat Colgate (4-14, 1-2 PL) 85-82 Saturday. Freshman Katie O’Reilly had the game-win-
ning layup with 24 seconds left and senior Alexa Williams came up with a block on the 
other end to seal Lehigh’s 13th straight victory over the Raiders.
 
Lehigh trailed by as many as 10 with 15:49 left in regulation. The Mountain Hawks then 
stepped up its defensive pressure and went on an 11-0 run over the next three-and-a-half 
minutes to take a 38-37 lead with 12:02 left. Tied at 40, Lehigh went on another 7-0 run, 
fi ve coming from sophomore Hilary Weaver. Colgate responded with a 6-0 run to cut 
Lehigh’s defi cit to one with 7:42 left.
 
The teams exchanged baskets down the stretch as Lehigh held a 61-57 lead with 1:43 left 
in regulation. Colgate went 4-for-4 from the free-throw line in the fi nal minute as the 
Mountain Hawks had a chance for the game-winning basket with 19 seconds left, but 
were unable to score.
 
Then in the fi rst overtime, Colgate scored the fi rst fi ve points to jump out to a 66-61 lead 
with 2:57 left.

Lehigh got a pair 
of offensive rebounds off Weaver’s miss, but were unable to take advantage as Repoli hit 
a three on the other end to put Colgate up 82-81 with 24 seconds left and set up the late-
game heroics from O’Reilly and Williams.

With the win, Lehigh improved to 31-21 all-time vs. Colgate as the Mountain Hawks 
also improved to 7-2 at home this season and 5-0 on Saturdays.
 
Lehigh is now 1-1 in overtime games this year as the Mountain Hawks fell on Novem-
ber 30th to Villanova 62-54 in one extra period at Stabler Arena. Lehigh’s 85 points are 
the most this season with a previous high of 75 points vs. Holy Cross and it’s the most 
points scored by a Lehigh team since it scored 85 on January 2nd, 2011 in an 85-67 win 
over La Salle.
