The Mountain Hawks are in sole possession of second place in the
Patriot League, maintaining a one-game lead over Army and Navy and will look tonight
to pull within one game of first-place American.

Lehigh is coming off an exciting 75-73 comeback victory at Holy Cross Saturday. The
Mountain Hawks went on a 15-0 run over the final 5:29 while holding the Crusaders
without a field goal for the game’s final 6:40. Junior Kelly Peterson’s three pointer with
1:02 left proved to the game winner as she was one of three players in double figures.

Peterson finished with 13 points while senior Emily Gratch had a season-high 18 points
and senior Alexa Williams tied her career high with 23 points. Williams and Gratch com-
bined to go 19-0f-25 from the field. On a layup with 12:55 left, Gratch became the 15th
player in Lehigh women’s basketball history to have 1,000 career points.

In the first meeting between Lehigh and American on January 11th, the Mountain Hawks
cut the deficit to two with 4:52 left in the game, but fell 55-49. Lehigh has won six of its
last seven games since that loss.

SCOUTING THE EAGLES

American has began league play with an undefeated run through
its opening eight league contests, most recently defeating Col-
gate, 70-47, on Saturday. The Eagles used a 27-2 run in the first
half to take control of the game. Lisa Strack led American with a
game-high 18 points on 6-of-9 shooting. Jen Dumiak chipped in 10
points off the bench.

American has had its way of late, winning the last three league
games by an average of 25.0 ppg. In contrast, the Eagles first five
league wins came by an average of 5.6 ppg, which included a one-
point victory at Army.

Defense has been key for the Eagles” perfect league start as they
have held league foes to a league-best 47.4 points per game. On
the season, American has held seven opponents under the 45-
point mark.

This year’s roster features five players
from Pennsylvania, including two from
the Lehigh Valley. Senior Aly Byorick
(Nanticoke), senior Emily Gratch (Holi-
cong), freshman Mary Jo Horgan (Lans-
dale) are from the Keystone State while
sophomore Marisa Repasch (Fountain
Hill) and junior Becky Guman (Allen-
town) call the Lehigh Valley home.

WONDERFUL WILLIAMS

Lehigh has been led this season by one of its two Preseason All-Patriot League forwards
Alexa Williams. The Warren, Ohio native has started all 22 games for Lehigh this season
and leads the team in points, rebounds, blocks and steals. Her 12.0 ppg rank sixth in the
league while her 9.1 rebounds are first. She also ranks third in free-throw percentage
(73.9), fourth in blocked shots (1.5), sixth in steals (1.6) and eighth in field goal percent-
age (42.5). In eight league games, she has averaged 14.5 points and 8.8 rebounds. She has
the second most double-doubles in the league with six as Williams has scored in double
figures in eight of her last 10 games. It was announced Monday that Williams was named
the Patriot League Player of the Week, her second of the season and her career, after she
led Lehigh to a comeback victory over Holy Cross on Saturday. Williams tied her career
high of 23 points and had career highs in field goals made (10) and attempted (15).

GRATCH ATTACK

Gratch - Lehigh'’s other Preseason All-League forward - missed Lehigh's first eight games
due to injury but has returned with full force as she is second on the team in scoring
(11.1) and rebounding (6.8). Since her return to the lineup, which came December 3 at
Valparaiso, Lehigh is 11-3 which included a five-game winning streak that started with
that Valpo game. Gratch scored 18 points and added eight rebounds. She was 9-0f-10
from the field. On a layup with 12:55 left, Gratch scored her 1,000th career point, becom-
ing the 15th Lehigh women’s basketball player to reach the milestone.

MOVING UP THE RANKS

With two blocks on Jan. 18th against Bucknell, senior Alexa Williams moved into 11th on
the League’s all-time chart with 109, hopping over Bucknell’s Desire Almind (2000-04).
Williams now has 113 on the season, but has a lot of work to do to catch former Lehigh
player Jessica DePalo (2001-05) who is 10th with 136 blocks. With an offensive rebound
with 17:47 to go in the first half at Navy on January 25, Williams became the 23rd stu-
dent-athlete in Patriot League history to have 700 career boards. Her career total is now
717 which places her 20th all-time in Patriot League history and is now seven rebounds
shy of being No. 19 and 10 short of tying two other plays at No. 17.

THE BESTTHINGS IN LIFE ARE FREE

Lehigh has been taking advantage of its opportunities at the free-throw line as the Moun-
tain Hawks rank first in the Patriot League in made free throws (305), attempts (421) and
free-throw percentage (72.4%). Lehigh’s free throws have made up 23% (305/1,311) of
the Mountain Hawks’ scoring this season, led by sophomore Hilary Weaver who leads
the team at 82.0% (41/50). Williams ranks No. 3 in the Patriot League (73.9%) and leads
the league in free-throws made (113) and attempts (153). Free throws have made up 42%
(113/265) of Williams” points this season.

HOMECOOKING

Lehigh started this season with seven of its first nine games away from Stabler Arena.
Then eight of the Mountain Hawks’ next 10 games were at home. And after three straight
road games, the Mountain Hawks return tonight to Bethlehem, Pa. where Lehigh has
flourished. Lehigh is 8-2 at the friendly confines of Stabler Arena this year including

3-0 in league play. The Mountain Hawks” home average margin of victory is 13 points.
Lehigh is averaging 66.1 points and shooting 37.6 percent compared to road games in
which the Mountain Hawks are averaging 52.5 points and shooting 34.8 percent.

ROOKIE O’REILLY

One of the three newcomers to Lehigh’s squad, freshman Katie O’Reilly has started every
one of Lehigh’s games thus far - just one of two players to do so. The Colts Neck, N.J. na-
tive was a 1,000 point scorer and McDonalds All-American nominee out of St. John Vian-
ney High School. In her first season in the Brown and White, O'Reilly is already making
an impact. Her 6.7 points per game rank 27th in the Patriot League and fifth among fresh-
men. O'Reilly is second on the team in offensive rebounds (1.7) and third in steals (1.2)
which rank 10th in the Patriot League and first among freshmen. One of O’Reilly’s best
games of the year came in Lehigh’s first win of the season where she had a career-high 14
points and eight rebounds. O'Reilly fell one short of her career-best in the scoring column
as she had 13 points and added six rebounds at Army on on January 29th.

Worcester, Mass. - The Lehigh women'’s basketball team (13-9, 6-2 PL) went on a 15-0
run over the final 5:29 to defeat Holy Cross (13-10, 4-4 PL) 75-73 Saturday. Junior Kelly
Peterson hit the game-winning three to cap the run as the Mountain Hawks held the
Crusaders without a field goal for the game’s final 6:40. Senior Alexa Williams tied a
career high with 23 points while senior Emily Gratch finished with 18 points, surpassing
the 1,000 point career milestone.

Peterson, Gratch and Williams combined for 54 points while Williams and Gratch com-
bined for 19-0f-25 from the field.

In a game that featured the league’s top two scoring offenses, Holy Cross and Lehigh
went back and forth throughout most of the game. The Crusaders built up a 13 point
lead with 6:19 to go after a pair of free throws; those would be Holy Cross’ final points of
the game.

Williams converted on a three-point play to cut the deficit to one with 2:55 to go. After
the teams exchanged a couple empty possessions, Williams found an open Peterson who
nailed a three from well beyond the arc to give Lehigh a two-point lead. Holy Cross then
had the ball with a chance to tie or take the lead but Williams was there for the steal to
give possession back to Lehigh.

With an 11 second differential between game clock and shot clock, Peterson was forced
to put up a jumper with the shot clock winding down. Holy Cross grabbed the rebound
and with time ticking, rushed the ball up the court as a final attempt at a game-winning
three hit off the rim.

Lehigh shot 48.5 percent from the field including 54.5 percent in the second half. The
Mountain Hawks shot 30 percent from three. Holy Cross shot 46 percent including 40
percent from behind the arc. Lehigh was outrebounded 38-31 including 15-11 on the
offensive glass, but the Mountain Hawks did a superior job controlling the ball as they
finished with just 11 turnovers, four in the second half. Holy Cross had 15 turnovers.

T he Mountain Hawks outscored the Crusaders in the paint 46-34 while Lehigh also did
a good job of sharing the ball, as 25 of the Mountain Hawks’ 32 field goals were assisted,
led by a career-high nine assists from freshman Sarah Williams who got her first career
start. Eight Mountain Hawks had at least two assists for the game.

The win was Lehigh’s ninth straight over Holy Cross and is the Mountain Hawks’ fourth
straight season sweep over the Crusaders. The Mountain Hawks last loss to Holy Cross
was in the 2008 Patriot League Semifinals 46-44.
