Brett Reed (Eckerd ‘95) is in his third season as the Murray H. Goodman ‘48 Head Men’s 
Basketball Coach at Lehigh University.  In two years on the sideline Reed has totaled the 
second most victories by a Lehigh head coach in their fi rst two seasons in school annals.  
He has also won over 65-percent of his games at Stabler Arena, which is good for third 
best on the Lehigh leaderboard.  His 2008-09 accomplishments included Lehigh’s most 
non-league wins ever, the best start to a season in decades, the most overall road wins 
since 1991 and the school’s fi rst-ever victory over a member of the Big East.

Willybiro scored 14 and Steve Ayls-
worth added ten.  Lehigh, which led 
34-17 at halftime, held Yale to a 3-of-20 
performance from three-point range and 
the Mountain Hawks sank 23-of-28 at 
the free throw line.  
 

LAST TIME OUT
BETHLEHEM, Pa.  - Freshman Gabe 
Knutson scored a season-high 23 points, 
while classmate C.J. McCollum added 18  
as Lehigh held off NJIT 86-79 Saturday 
evening at Stabler Arena.  Senior captain 
Marquis Hall totaled six assists in the 
victory as he moved into fi rst place in 
school history with 454 career helpers.  
Lehigh shot 47% from the fl oor with 
senior Zahir Carrington joining Knutson 
and McCollum in double fi gues with 
ten points.  McCollum led the Mountain

ANOTHER MILESTONE FOR HALL
Senior captain Marquis Hall added another milestone to his long list on Saturday evening 
as the Oregon native passed Scott Layer ‘90 for fi rst place on Lehigh’s all-time assists list.  
Hall, who leads the Patriot League in assists per game, now has 454 career helpers after 
passing Layer’s mark of 452.  Hall will be honored for his latest accomplishment prior to 
tip-off tonight.

OFFENSE GETS ROLLING
During its last three games Lehigh’s offense has come to life as the Mountain Hawks 
have averaged 82.7 points on 51% shooting.  Lehigh, which scored a season-best 89 
points in its win at Longwood, currently leads the Patriot League in scoring offense at 
71.7 points per contest.

DOWN, BUT NEVER OUT
After losing their fi rst four games when trailing at halftime this season the Mountain 
Hawks have run off three straight wins after trailing at the break.  It marks the fi rst time 
since January 2008 that the Mountain Hawks have won three straight games after trailing 
at halftime.  Included among those wins is a 53-point second-half outburst at Longwood, 
which are the most points Lehigh has scored in a half this season.  

BALANCED ATTACK
In 29 games a season ago Lehigh was led in scoring by fi ve different players and in 
rebounding by six.  In the fi rst 14 games of this season, seven Mountain Hawks have 
already led the squad in scoring and eight Mountain Hawks have led the team in re-
bounds.  In addition 12 players are averaging double digits in minutes, compared to last 
year at this time when only nine played 10+ minutes per game. 

GABE HAS GAME
Freshman Gabe Knutson continues to play like a veteran for the Mountain Hawks.  The 
native of Urbandale, Iowa scored a season-best 23 points vs. NJIT and currently ranks 
fi fth in the Patriot League in rebounding.  Knutson’s 23-point effort was the highest point 
total by a Lehigh freshman since Marquis Hall scored 24 in a win over Lafayette on Janu-
ary 20, 2007.  Knutson was named the Patriot League Rookie of the Week on Monday.

CLAMPING DOWN
The Mountain Hawks rank second in the Patriot League in fi eld goal percentage defense, 
holding opponents to 42.8% shooting from the fl oor.  Lehigh has held nine opponents 
below 43% this season and is limiting teams to 39.6% shooting in six games at Stabler 
Arena.

SCOUTING THE BULLDOGS...
Head coach James Jones is in his 11th season as the leader of the Yale program ... to-
night’s game wraps up a fi ve-game road trip for the Bulldogs ... the team’s leading scorer, 
Alex Zampier, has taken 100 three-pointers this season - no other Bulldog has attempted 
more than 28 ...

HELPING HAND
Lehigh currently leads the Patriot League 
in assists, averaging 15.1 per game.  The 
Mountain Hawks have totaled 20 or more 
helpers in three games and 15 or more 
seven times.  In the win over NJIT Lehigh 
handed out 15 assists, led by junior Mi-
chael Ojo’s career-best tying six.

GETTING ON THE GLASS
After being out-rebounded in seven of 
its fi rst nine games Lehigh has grabbed 
more rebounds than its opponent in fi ve 
straight.  During that time the Mountain 
Hawks have averaged 42.2 boards, which 
are 7.8 more than the opposition.  Zahir 
Carrington has led the way with a 10.0 per 
game average.

SHINING STAR AT STABLER
Lehigh head coach Brett Reed is 24-11 at 
Stabler Arena during his two-plus years at 
the helm.  Reed’s win percentage of 68.5% 
at the STAR ranks third all-time in school 
annals behind Billy Taylor (76%) and Fran 
McCaffery (73%).  Reed has never lost to 
an Ivy League school at Stabler Arena.

SLOW STARTS TO THE NEW YEAR
After compiling a 26-9 record during the 
month of January from 2003 through 2006, 
Lehigh is only 14-12 in the fi rst month 
of the year since.  The Mountain Hawks 
have not won the fi rst two games of the 
new year since ripping off seven straight 
victories to begin 2006.
