 LAST TIME OUT
BETHLEHEM, Pa.  - Lehigh saw its 
three game win streak come to an end 
on Monday as the Mountain Hawks fell 
to Stony Brook 71-52 at Stabler Arena.  
Three Seawolves hit for double fi gures, 
led by Bryan Dougher who hit six three-
pointers en route to 18 points, while 
sophomore John Adams led Lehigh 
with 13 points on the evening.

CALL ON THE RESERVES
Lehigh’s bench has been nearly unstoppable during the early going as the non-starters 
are averaging 35.2 points per game, with a high of 49 at Rider.  The 49 bench points were 
the most Lehigh has scored under head coach Brett Reed.  The Mountain Hawks’ bench 
has outscored their counterparts in each game thus far, led by juniors Rob Keefer and 
Michael Ojo who are averaging 15.0 points between them.

DISHING IT OUT
The Mountain Hawks handed out a season-best 24 assists in the win over Monmouth.  
The 24 helpers were Lehigh’s most under head coach Brett Reed and the Mountain 
Hawks most since totaling 27 in a win over Delaware Valley on December 17, 2003.  
Lehigh enters tonight’s game averaging 18.0 assists per game led by Marquis Hall’s 6.7 
per game.  Hall, who has totaled 118 or more assists in each of his three years at Lehigh, 
needs 34 helpers to break the school record of 452 set by Scott Layer from 1986-90. 

MORE POINTS MEANS MORE WINS
In its three wins this season Lehigh is averaging 80.3 points and shooting 47% from the 
fl oor and 41% from downtown.  Three Mountain Hawks are averaging double fi gures in 
those wins.  In the team’s three losses Lehigh has scored an average of just 58.7 points on 
35% shooting from the fi eld and 39% from three.  Only one player is averaging 10+ points 
in those games.

OUT-BATTLED ON THE BOARDS
Lehigh led the Patriot League in rebounding a season ago, pulling down 39.6 boards per 
game and the Mountain Hawks’ +3.0 rebound margin ranked second in the league.  This 
year Lehigh is averaging 37.2 rebounds per game and sporting a -0.8 rebound margin. 
The Brown and White has already been out-rebounded in four of its six games after being 
out-rebounded just nine times all of last season.

SMALL CONTROLS THE BALL
Prentice Small ranked second in the Patriot League last season with a 1.98 assist-to-turn-
over ratio (89 assists, 45 turnovers).  This season Small has picked up right where he left 
off, totaling 13 assists and only two turnovers through six games, good for a 6.5 assist-to-
turnover ratio.

FROM DOWNTOWN
Through six games Lehigh has sunk 45 three-pointers, good for an average of 7.5 per 
game.  The 45 made threes are four more than last season at this time and 12 more than 
the 2007-08 campaign.  Leading the way this year has been C.J. McCollum and Marquis 
Hall with 13 and 10 made three-pointers, respectively.

SCOUTING THE LIONS...
Head coach Joe Jones is in his seventh season at the helm of the Columbia program ... 
Columbia is averaging 72.5 points in two home games, but only 56.0 in its three road 
games ... the Lions’ leading scorer, Noruwa Agho, is shooting an incredible 67% from 
three-point range (21-31) ... Columbia ranks among the national leaders in three-point 
percentage; the Lions enter tonight’s game hitting 48% of their attempts from deep ... the 
Mountain Hawks and Lions will take on eight common opponents this season, including 
Longwood, Bucknell, Stony Brook, Quinnipiac, American, Lafayette, Dartmouth, and 
Yale.
