Tonight’s game is the 60th meeting all-
time between Lehigh and Navy with the
Midshipmen holding a commanding 42-
17 lead. Navy had won four straight in
the series before Lehigh emerged victori-
ous last February here in Annapolis.

THE LAST TIME THEY MET
ANNAPOLIS, Md. (2/11/09) - Lehigh
placed four players in double figures,
led by junior captain Marquis Hall’s 18
points, as the Mountain Hawks snapped
their two-game losing streak with a
70-59 victory over Navy at Alumni Hall.
Joining Hall in double figures were
Dave Buchberger (14), Zahir Carrington
(10) and Rob Keefer (10). The Mountain
Hawks held the Patriot League’s leading
scorer, Kaleo Kina, scoreless for the final
38 minutes of the contest as he finished
with only five points.

LASTTIME OUT
BETHLEHEM, Pa. - Four Mountain
Hawks scored in double figures led by
senior captain Zahir Carrington who
posted a double-double with 18 points
and 12 rebounds as Lehigh opened the
2010 Patriot League slate with a 78-67
victory over American at Stabler Arena.
Joining Carrington in double figures
were classmate Marquis Hall with 17
points and freshmen Gabe Knutson and
C.J. McCollum with ten apiece. Lehigh
shot an even 50% for the game (27-of-
54), but hit on only 1-of-6 from beyond
the arc. Led by Carrington’s 12 boards
the Mountain Hawks out rebounded
the Eagles 40-36 with McCollum pulling
down a career best seven and Knutson
totaling six. Hall handed out six assists
while junior Prentice Small dished out
three. American was led on offense by
Vlad Moldoveanu who hit 9-of-18 shots
en route to a game-high 24 points.

PUTTING POINTS ON THE BOARD

During its last five games Lehigh’s offense has come to life as the Mountain Hawks have
averaged 80.2 points on 50.2% shooting. Lehigh, which scored a season-best 89 points in
its win at Longwood, currently ranks second in the Patriot League in scoring offense at
72.3 points per contest.

ANNAPOLIS, HERE WE COME

Lehigh has enjoyed its recent visits to Alumni Hall where the Mountain Hawks have
won six of their last seven games vs. Navy. During that time Lehigh has averaged 71
points per game while holding the Midshipmen to an average of 59 points. In their last
two trips to Annapolis Marquis Hall and Zahir Carrington have combined for 64 points,
20 rebounds, and 13 assists and shot 57% from the floor (24-42).

BALANCED ATTACK

In 29 games a season ago Lehigh was led in scoring by five different players and in re-
bounding by six. This season, seven Mountain Hawks have led the squad in scoring and
eight Mountain Hawks have led the team in rebounds.

ANOTHER HONOR FOR THE FRESHMAN

Freshman C.J. McCollum was named the Patriot League Rookie of the Week for the third
time on Monday after averaging 20.5 points, 6.5 rebounds, 1.5 assists and 1.5 steals in two
games for the Mountain Hawks last week. McCollum’s 31 points vs. Yale on January 5
were the most by a Lehigh freshman since Mike Polaha poured in 32 in a four-overtime
victory versus American on January 21, 1984. McCollum currently leads the Brown and
White and ranks seventh in the Patriot League in scoring at 14.1 points per game.

CLAMPING DOWN

The Mountain Hawks rank second in the Patriot League in field goal percentage defense,
holding opponents to 42.4% shooting from the floor. Lehigh has held 11 teams below
42% this season, including its last six opponents.

GLASS CLEANERS

After being out rebounded seven times in its first nine games Lehigh has turned the tide
and out rebounded six of its last seven opponents. During those seven games the Moun-
tain Hawks have pulled down 40 or more rebounds four times, including a season best
45 boards at Longwood. Lehigh is currently second in the Patriot League in rebounds
per game (37.3) and leads the league in defensive rebounds at 27.4 per game.

CLIMBING THE CHARTS

Marquis Hall and Zahir Carrington continue to climb the all-time leaderboard for Lehigh
and Patriot League. Hall recently moved into 11th place on the school’s scoring list with
1,319 career points, which is good for 37th in league annals, while Carrington has scored
1,050 points, which places him 24th on Lehigh’s list and 61st in league history. Car-
rington is also 79 rebounds away from moving into tenth place in league history.

SCOUTING THE MIDSHIPMEN...

Head coach Billy Lange is in his sixth season as the leader of the Navy program ... senior
guard Chris Harris currently leads the Patriot League in scoring ... the Midshipmen lead
the league with 125 made three-pointers ... Navy has won five of seven home games this
season, including four in a row ... the Midshipmen are being out rebounded by over six
per game ... Lehigh and Navy took on two common opponents during the non-league
portion of their schedules, including Longwood and Quinnipiac.

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ON THE MARK

During its six game win streak Lehigh is
shooting 49% from the floor with three
games above 50%. Bolstered by their
recent performance the Mountain Hawks
are currently second in the Patriot League
in field goal percentage at 43.7%.

BROWN COLORED PAINT

In the last three games Lehigh has out-
scored its opponents a combined 112-88
in the paint, including 46-32 in the victory
over American. The 46 points were the
most Lehigh has scored in the paint this
season.

MARCHING TO THE LINE

The Mountain Hawks have shot 60 more
free throws and made 70 more than their
opponents this season. Lehigh, which is
shooting 70% at the stripe, has attempted
more free throws than its opponent in ten
games, including a season best 40 vs. NJIT.
Freshman Holden Greiner is shooting a
team best 90% at the line.

HELPING HAND

Lehigh currently leads the Patriot League
in assists, averaging 15.5 per game. The
Mountain Hawks have totaled 20 or more
helpers in four games and 15 or more nine
times. Senior Marquis Hall, who has four
games of double digit assists this season,
ranks 17th nationally with 5.8 assists per
game.
