THE LAST TIME THEY MET
BETHLEHEM, Pa. (2/7/09) - Zahir Car-
rington registered his seventh double-
double of the season with game-highs
of 20 points and 12 rebounds, but it was
not enough as Lehigh fell to first place
American 66-58 at Stabler Arena. The
Mountain Hawks were within three in
the final minute but would get no closer
as they dropped their second straight
game. Two Eagles hit for double fig-
ures, including Derrick Mercer with 15
points and Garrison Carr with 14.

LASTTIME OUT
BETHLEHEM, Pa. - Freshman C.J.
McCollum sank 12-of-18 shots, includ-
ing seven three pointers as he scored
31 points to help lead Lehigh to a 75-69
victory over Yale on Tuesday evening at
Stabler Arena. Senior Zahir Carrington
added a season best 16 points, while
classmate Marquis Hall dished out a
career high 11 assists as the Mountain
Hawks won their fifth straight. The
Bulldogs placed three players in double
figures led by Greg Mangano who
scored 16 points. Bolstered by a 56%
shooting performance in the second
half Lehigh wound up shooting 48%
for the game, including a 44% showing
from beyond the arc. Joining McCollum
and Carrington in double figures was
freshman Gabe Knutson who scored
13 points and also pulled down five
rebounds.

ANOTHER MILESTONE FOR HALL

Senior captain Marquis Hall added another milestone to his long list on January 2 as he
passed Scott Layer “90 for first place on Lehigh’s all-time assists list. Hall, who leads the
Patriot League in assists per game, now has 465 career helpers. Hall’s 11 assists vs. Yale
on Tuesday were a career-high and the third most in a single game in school annals.

OFFENSE GETS ROLLING

During its last four games Lehigh’s offense has come to life as the Mountain Hawks have
averaged 80.8 points on 50% shooting. Lehigh, which scored a season-best 89 points in
its win at Longwood, currently ranks second in the Patriot League in scoring offense at
71.9 points per contest.

DOWN, BUT NEVER OUT

After losing their first four games when trailing at halftime this season the Mountain
Hawks have run off four straight wins after trailing at the break. It marks the first time
under Brett Reed that the Mountain Hawks have won four straight games after trailing
at halftime. Included among those wins is a 53-point second-half outburst at Longwood,
which are the most points Lehigh has scored in a half this season.

BALANCED ATTACK

In 29 games a season ago Lehigh was led in scoring by five different players and in re-
bounding by six. In 15 games this season, seven Mountain Hawks have led the squad in
scoring and eight Mountain Hawks have led the team in rebounds.

ALL-AMERICAN EFFORT

In his last four games versus American Zahir Carrington has averaged 15.3 points and
7.5 rebounds on 46% shooting (21-46). The senior captain posted double-doubles against
the Eagles in both games a season ago, including a 20-point, 12-rebound performance at
Stabler Arena.

LICENSETO SCORE

Freshman C.J. McCollum put on an offensive display in the win over Yale as the Ohio
native knocked down 12-of-18 shots en route to a season best 31 points. McCollum sank
seven three-pointers, which are tied for the fourth most in a single game in school history
and his 31 points are the most by a Lehigh freshman since Mike Polaha poured in 32 in a
four-overtime victory versus American on January 21, 1984.

CLAMPING DOWN

The Mountain Hawks rank second in the Patriot League in field goal percentage defense,
holding opponents to 42.6% shooting from the floor. Lehigh has held ten opponents
below 43% this season and is limiting teams to 39.7% shooting in seven games at Stabler
Arena.

SCOUTING THE EAGLES...

Head coach Jeff Jones is in his tenth season as the leader of the American program ...
Stephen Lumpkins is second in the Patriot League in rebounding (8.3) ... the Eagles have
scored 70+ points just once this season, in a 70-64 win over Catholic University ... Ameri-
can is in the midst of a six-game road trip ... Lehigh and American took on two common
opponents during the non-league portions of their schedule, including St. Francis (Pa.)
and Columbia.

The Mountain Hawks have shot 53 more
free throws and made 49 more than their
opponents this season. Lehigh, which is
shooting 70% at the stripe, has attempted
more free throws than its opponent in nine
games, including a season best 40 vs. NJIT.
Freshman Holden Greiner is shooting a
team best 90% at the line.

HELPING HAND

Lehigh currently leads the Patriot League
in assists, averaging 15.5 per game. The
Mountain Hawks have totaled 20 or more
helpers in four games and 15 or more eight
times. In the win over Yale Lehigh handed
out 22 assists on 29 field goals.

LET THE (LEAGUE) GAMES BEGIN
Lehigh opens its Patriot League schedule
this evening. The Brown and White has an
all-time mark of 12-7 in league openers.

SHINING STAR AT STABLER

Lehigh head coach Brett Reed is 25-11 at
Stabler Arena during his two-plus years at
the helm. Reed’s win percentage of 69.4%
at the STAR ranks third all-time in school
annals behind Billy Taylor (76%) and Fran
McCaffery (73%).

NON-LEAGUE SUCCESS

With its performance vs. Yale on Tuesday
Lehigh earned its ninth win of the season.
The Mountain Hawks” 19 non-league
victories over the course of the past two
seasons are their most in a two-year span
since the inception of the Patriot League.
