CLIMBING THE CHARTS
Senior captain Marquis Hall continues to move up the Lehigh and Patriot League leader-
boards.  The Oregon native enters tonight’s contest with 1,265 career points, which ranks 
13th in school history and 42nd in Patriot League annals.  Hall is also close to breaking 
the school record of 452 assists, held by Scott Layer.  Hall has totaled 437 helpers dur-
ing his time in the Brown and White, which is ninth in league history and 16 shy of the 
Lehigh mark.

ON THE ROAD AGAIN
Lehigh looks to snap a three-game road losing streak tonight.  In their last three road 
contests the Mountain Hawks have averaged 69.0 points on 41% shooting and have been 
out-rebounded by 6.0 per game.  During that time the opposition is averaging 80.3 points 
on 50% shooting and owns a +2.0 turnover margin versus the Brown and White.

TROUBLE AFTER THE BREAK
After leading Marist by 21 points in the second half, the Mountain Hawks saw their 
lead whittled down to four before eventually holding on for the win.  It marked the fi fth 
straight game in which Lehigh was outscored in the second half.  In those last fi ve games 
Lehigh has been outscored by a combined score of 201 to 175 following intermission.  
During those fi ve second halves the Mountain Hawks have shot 39% from the fl oor, 
while the opposition has connected on 47% of its attempts.

  

FROM DOWNTOWN
Last season, Lehigh averaged 5.5 made three-pointers per game, while shooting only 32% 
from beyond the arc.  This year the Mountain Hawks are looking to reverse that trend as 
they are hitting on 37% of their shots from downtown and averaging 6.4 made three’s per 
contest.

GROWING UP FAST
Freshman Gabe Knutson has started every game for Lehigh this season.  The Iowa native 
has led Lehigh in rebounds in fi ve games, including a season best 10 vs. Dartmouth, and 
he currently leads the team with a 6.6 per game average.  In his last fi ve games Knutson’s 
offense has come to life as he has averaged 11.2 points on 19-of-36 shooting (52%), to go 
with an 18-of-19 showing at the foul line.

STRONG AT THE STRIPE
Lehigh has done a nice job at the free throw line during the early going as the Mountain 
Hawks have sunk 75% of their chances (184-247).  Eight players are shooting better than 
70% at the stripe, led by Justin Maneri who is shooting 90.9%.  Last year Lehigh shot just 
68% at the foul line with only two players shooting over 70%.
