OFFENSE CONTINUES TO ROLL
During its last eight games Lehigh is averaging 78.9 points on 47.5% shooting.  The last 
time Lehigh scored 70+ points in eight consecutive games was 1994.  The Brown and 
White fi nished that season with 10 straight games of 70 or more points.  Lehigh, which 
scored a season-best 89 points in its win at Longwood, currently ranks second in the 
Patriot League in scoring offense at 73.0 points per contest.  

OFF AND RUNNING FROM THE STAR
At 8-1, Lehigh is off to its best start at Stabler Arena since the 2003-04 season when it 
went a school best 13-1 at the STAR.  During their nine games at home this season the 
Mountain Hawks have averaged 73.6 points on 44% shooting and are sporting a +2.2 
turnover margin.  Three players, including C.J. McCollum (16.0), Zahir Carrington (11.0) 
and Marquis Hall (10.4), are averaging double fi gures in points.

HEATING UP
Following a season low 1-of-6 showing (17%) from three-point range in its game versus 
American on January 9, Lehigh has hit 20-of-48 shots from beyond the arc in its last three 
games, good for 42%.  During that time C.J. McCollum and Dave Buchberger are shoot-
ing 50% from three-point range.

MIGHTY MCCOLLUM
Freshman C.J. McCollum continued his stellar season on Wednesday as he scored a 
game-high 29 points in the win over Colgate.  A four-time Patriot League Rookie of the 
Week, McCollum is the fi rst Lehigh freshman to post three games of 25+ points since the 
school’s all-time leading scorer Daren Queenan ‘88, did it during the 1984-1985 season.  
McCollum currently ranks 13th nationally in scoring among freshmen.

BACK TO BASICS
Lehigh has held its last two opponents to an average of 57.5 points on just 34% shooting.  
The 55 points Army scored on January 17 were the fewest the Mountain Hawks have 
surrendered since last year’s Patriot League Tournament when Army scored 53 points.      
Lehigh is currently second in the Patriot League in fi eld goal percentage defense (.418%).

CLOSING IT OUT
In the last two games Lehigh has done a nice job of closing out its opponents, outscoring 
them a combined 84 to 65 in the second half.  The Mountain Hawks have shot 50% from 
the fl oor during that time (21-42) and held the opposition to a 22-of-66 showing (33%).  
Lehigh has also sunk 36-of-43 shots at the foul line, good for 83.4%.

Head coach Fran O’Hanlon (Villanova ‘70) is in his 15th season as the leader of the 
Lafayette program ...

BOARD WORK
In their fi rst nine games of the season the 
Mountain Hawks were out-rebounded 
by 4.0 boards per game, but in the last ten 
games Lehigh is sporting a +2.7 rebound 
margin and has out-rebounded seven 
of those foes.  The Mountain Hawks are 
currently second in the Patriot League in 
total rebounds at 37.3 per game and their 
27.2 defensive boards per game is tops in 
the P.L.

THE BIG THREE
During Patriot League play Lehigh’s big 
three of Marquis Hall, Zahir Carrington 
and C.J. McCollum has been nearly un-
stoppable.
