SETTING THE SCENE

The 2009-10 regular season comes to a close this evening as Lehigh plays host to Holy
Cross on Senior Night. The Mountain Hawks are looking to wrap up their first outright
Patriot League title in school history as well as the top seed for the upcoming postseason
tournament, which would give Lehigh homecourt advantage throughout. The Mountain
Hawks rolled past Bucknell on Wednesday here at home by a score of 81-59 as fresh-
man C.J. McCollum scored a game-high 29 points and in the process became the highest
scoring freshman in league history. He currently has 516 points and leads all freshmen
nationally in scoring. Holy Cross has dropped three of its last four contests, including a
tough 79-74 decision to Colgate in overtime on Wednesday in Massachusetts. The Cru-
saders will be seeded anywhere from fifth to eighth in the P.L. Tournament depending
on the outcome of today’s games.

LEHIGH HEAD COACH BRETT REED

Brett Reed (Eckerd “95) is in his third season as the Murray H. Goodman ‘48 Head Men's
Basketball Coach at Lehigh University. In two years on the sideline Reed totaled the sec-
ond most victories by a Lehigh head coach in their first two seasons in school annals. He
has also won 70-percent of his games at Stabler Arena, which is good for third best on the
Lehigh leaderboard. His 2008-09 accomplishments included Lehigh’s most non-league
wins ever, the best start to a season in decades, the most overall road wins since 1991 and
the school’s first-ever victory over a member of the Big East. Reed has been at Lehigh
since the 2002-03 season, serving as the associate head coach in 2006-07.

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TONIGHT'S GAME

Lehigh and Holy Cross meet for the 46th
time this evening with the Crusaders
leading the series 33-12. The Mountain
Hawks snapped a 13-game losing streak
in Worcester with their win last month
and look for their first season sweep

of Holy Cross since 1997-98 with win
tonight.

THE LAST TIME THEY MET
WORCESTER, Mass. (1/31/10) - Bol-
stered by a career-high 31 point effort by
freshman Gabe Knutson, Lehigh raced
past Holy Cross 78-60 on Sunday at the
Hart Center. The win was Lehigh’s first
over the Crusaders in Worcester since
1998 and the Mountain Hawks’ larg-
est victory over Holy Cross in school
history. Knutson sank 11-of-15 shots on
the afternoon and was joined in double
digits by classmate C.J. McCollum who
scored 17 points and senior captain
Dave Buchberger who added 11. Lehigh
shot 47% from the field and held Holy
Cross to a 32% showing. The Mountain
Hawks also forced the Crusaders into
17 turnovers and converted them into
25 points. Led by Knutson's efforts,

LU outscore its counterpart 42-20 in the
paint. Dee Goens led the home team
with 13 points.

LASTTIME OUT
BETHLEHEM, Pa. - Lehigh was hitting
on all cylinders on Wednesday as the
Mountain Hawks rolled past Bucknell
81-59 at Stabler Arena to clinch at least a
share of the 2010 Patriot League regular
season championship. In the process,
C.J. McCollum became the all-time lead-
ing freshman scorer in Patriot League
history as he totaled 29 points to raise
his season total to 516, which surpasses
the all-time mark of 509 set by former
Colgate great Adonal Foyle during the
1994-95 season.

HONOR THY SENIORS

Lehigh honors its senior class of Dave Buchberger, Zahir Carrington, Marquis Hall and
Matt Shamis tonight on Senior Night. The four captains have combined for 3,221 points
and 1,390 rebounds while leading the Brown and White to 58 overall wins and 28 Patriot
League victories during their careers.

OFFENSIVE JUGGERNAUT

Lehigh leads the Patriot League in scoring offense at 74.9 points per game overall and
78.9 during league play. For the first time in school annals, Lehigh has scored 70+
points in 17 straight games, including a season-best 91 at Colgate on February 17. The
Mountain Hawks also rank first in the league in scoring margin (+3.4), and three-point
percentage (38.9) and are second in field goal percentage (44.9).

HALL LOOKING TO PASS TOP SPOT

Senior captain Marquis Hall is already Lehigh’s all-time assists leader and now the
Oregon native is nearing the single season assist record. Hall has dished out 153 help-
ers this season, which are the second most in one season in school annals. Hall needs
eight more assists to break the record of 160 set by Mike McKee during the 1993-94
season. With Hall leading the way the Mountain Hawks are second in the P.L. in assists
averaging 14.8 per game.

STRONG AT THE STAR

In 13 home games Lehigh is averaging 74.9 points on 45% shooting, while holding teams
to 67.0 points on 39% shooting. The Mountain Hawks are also out-rebounding foes by
1.5 per contest and hold a +1.6 turnover margin. A win this evening would give Lehigh
11 victories at the STAR for the first time since the 2007-08 season and the sixth time
overall.

MILESTONES FOR MCCOLLUM

C.J. McCollum is having quite a remarkable season for the Mountain Hawks as he leads
all freshmen nationally in scoring and leads the P.L. during league play with a 23.2
points per game average. An eight-time Rookie of the Week honoree, McCollum is the
first Lehigh freshman to post seven games of 25+ points and his 516 points are the most
in league history by a freshman, breaking the mark of 509 set by Colgate’s Adonal Foyle
in 1994-95. McCollum needs 31 more points to become Lehigh’s all-time leading fresh-
man scorer. Daren Queenan ‘88 currently holds the top spot with 546 points.

BENCH PATROL

The Mountain Hawks” bench was more than up to the task versus Bucknell as Lehigh’s
reserves outscored the Bison’s 29-17, led by junior Prentice Small’s season-high 11 points
on three-of-three shooting. Sophomore John Adams also provided a huge spark as he
knocked down two three-pointers, scored eight points and grabbed three rebounds. The
29 bench points were Lehigh’s most since scoring 39 in a win at Longwood in Farmville,
Virginia.

SCOUTING THE CRUSADERS...

Head coach Sean Kearney is in his first season as the leader of the Holy Cross program
... the Crusaders lead the Patriot League in rebounding, averaging 37.2 boards per game
... Holy Cross is only 2-12 on the road this season ... in each of the Crusaders’ five league
wins, they have held the opponent below 70 points ...

Dating back to the 1998-99 season Lehigh
is a combined 3-19 during the final week of
the regular season. The Mountain Hawks
have won back-to-back games during the
final week of the regular season just twice
since the inception of Patriot League play
in 1990. Lehigh accomplished the feat in
1991 and again in 2008.

FROM DOWNTOWN

Lehigh currently ranks 24th in the nation
in three-point shooting at 38.9%. The
Mountain Hawks, who have shot 40% or
better in 15 games, have made 180 three-
pointers this season. They need to make
19 more to break the school record of 198
trifectas, set by the 2003-04 squad.

UP NEXT...

Lehigh will host the quarterfinal round of
the 2010 P.L. Tournament on Wednesday,
March 3 versus an opponent to be deter-
mined.
