Lehigh meets Colgate for the 74th time
tonight with the Radiers leading the
series 44-29. The Mountain Hawks have
won two straight over Colgate, includ-
ing last month’s showdown in Bethle-
hem.

THE LAST TIME THEY MET
BETHLEHEM, Pa. (1/20/10) - Fresh-
man C.J. McCollum continued his torrid
scoring streak as he poured in 29 points
on 9-of-13 shooting to help lead Lehigh
to a 74-60 victory over Colgate at Stabler
Arena. McCollum hit four three-point-
ers for the game and netted 19 second-
half points as he recorded his sixth game
or 20 or more points this season. Three
other Mountain Hawks hit for double
digits, including freshman Gabe Knut-
son (12), senior Zahir Carrington (11)
and senior Dave Buchberger (10). Yaw
Gyawu led the Raiders with 19 points
on the night while Kyle Roemer (16) and
Ben Jonson (10) and Mitch Rolls (10) also
scored in double figures.

LAST TIME OUT
BETHLEHEM, Pa. - C.J. McCollum
became the first freshman in Lehigh
history to score 25 or more points in
five games as he netted a season-high
33 points to lift the Mountain Hawks to
a 78-66 victory over Army on Saturday
evening at Stabler Arena. With the win
Lehigh eclipsed its total from all of last
season and moved to 16-9 overall as
well as 7-3 in the Patriot League, which
put the Mountain Hawks in sole pos-
session of first place. Senior Marquis
Hall added 14 points and eight assists
for the Brown and White, while junior
Michael Ojo contributed 11 points and
three boards in 27 minutes off the bench.
Jeremy Hence led the visitors with 14

points off the bench.

FROM DOWNTOWN

Lehigh got back on track with its long distance shooting in the win over Army as the
Mountain Hawks connected on 9-of-19 attempts from beyond the arc, good for 47%. Le-
high currently leads the Patriot League and ranks 27th in America in three-point shoot-
ing at 38.7%. The Mountain Hawks have shot 40% or better in 13 games this season.

THE POINTS KEEP ON COMING

During its last 14 games Lehigh is averaging 78.1 points on 47.1% shooting. It marks
the first time in school history that Lehigh has scored 70+ points in 14 straight games.
Lehigh, which scored a season-best 89 points in its win at Longwood, currently leads the
Patriot League in scoring offense at 74.0 points per contest.

TIMETO HIT THE ROAD

The Mountain Hawks have won three of their past four road games, with the fourth
needing overtime to be decided. During that time Lehigh has averaged 76.0 points on
46% shooting overall and 42% shooting from deep, while holding opponents to 65.2
points on 39% shooting from the floor and 26% shooting from three-point range. The
Mountain Hawks also boast a +3.8 turnover margin in those four contests.

HALL LOOKING TO PASS TOP SPOT

Senior captain Marquis Hall is already Lehigh’s all-time assists leader and now the
Oregon native has his eyes set on the single season assist record. Hall has dished out 147
helpers this season, which are the third most in one season in school annals. Hall needs
14 more assists to break the record of 160 set by Mike McKee during the 1993-94 season.
With Hall leading the way the Mountain Hawks lead the P.L. in assists averaging 14.9
per game.

MIGHTY MCCOLLUM

C.J. McCollum continues to fill it up with 14 straight games of double digit points and

a 22.2 per game average during Patriot League play. McCollum, who has been named
the Patriot League Rookie of the Week on seven different occassions, is the first Lehigh
freshman to post five games of 25+ points. McCollum ranks second nationally among
freshmen in scoring, and his 437 points are the second most by a freshman in school his-
tory behind only Daren Queenan ‘88, the school’s all-time leading scorer.

THE SECRET IS IN THE SHOOTING

A large part of Lehigh’s success this season is the Mountain Hawks ability to shoot the
basketball. Lehigh is currently second in the Patriot League in field goal percentage at
449 and the Mountain Hawks have shot over 50% in five games. During the last two
seasons Lehigh shot 38% and 41%, respectively, and had a total of six games where it
shot better than 50% from the floor.

SCOUTING THE RAIDERS...

Head coach Emmett Davis is in his 12th season as the leader of the Colgate program ...
Yaw Gywau is third in the Patriot League in field goal percentage at 51% ... six of the
Raiders’ eight wins this season have come at home ... Kyle Roemer is currently second in
the league in scoring at 19.3 points per game ... the Raiders’ last three victories have all
come by one point ... Colgate looks for its first three-game win streak since winning four
straight in early January.

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BOARD WORK

In their first nine games of the season the
Mountain Hawks were out-rebounded

by 4.0 boards per game, but in the last 15
games Lehigh is sporting a +3.1 rebound
margin and has out-rebounded 12 of those
foes. The Mountain Hawks are cur-

rently second in the Patriot League in total
rebounds at 37.3 per game and their 27.1
defensive boards per game is tops in the
P.L.

D-FENSE!

The Mountain Hawks continue to lead the
Patriot League during league play in field
goal percentage defense (39.6%), three-
point defense (30.6%) and scoring margin
(+8.0) and have held seven of ten oppo-
nents under 70 points. During non-league
play Lehigh allowed teams to shoot 43%
from the field and 37% from downtown.

BENCH HELP

In the last two games Lehigh’s bench has
scored a total of 32 points led by junior
Michael Ojo and freshman Holden Greiner
who have combined for 28 of those points.
Greiner scored eight versus Navy, while
Ojo hit for 11 in the contest against Army.
Lehigh’s 17 bench points versus Navy
were its most since scoring 17 in the first
meeting against Navy in January.

LOOKING TO LOCK IT UP

With a win this evening coupled with
losses by Holy Cross and American,
Lehigh will clinch a home game for the
quarterfinal round of the Patriot League
Tournament. Lehigh has lost two straight
home games in the postseason.

UP NEXT...

The Mountain Hawks close out their 2009-
10 regular season road schedule with a trip
to Easton to take on archrival Lafayette on
Sunday afternoon. Lehigh and the Leop-
ards will tip things off at 2:00 on February
21 inside the Kirby Sports Center.
