American closed the fi rst half of league play on a high note as the Eagles are riding a 
three-game winning streak, which includes a 76-66 victory over Lafayette last Saturday 
in Easton, Pennsylvania.  Four AU players scored in double fi gures in the game, led by 
Vlad Moldoveanu’s 21-point performance.

THE LAST TIME THEY MET
BETHLEHEM, Pa. (1/9/10) - Four 
Mountain Hawks scored in double fi g-
ures led by senior Zahir Carrington who 
posted a double-double with 18 points 
and 12 rebounds as Lehigh opened the 
2010 Patriot League slate with a 78-67 
vicotry over American at Stabler Arena.  
Joining Carrington in double fi gures for 
Lehigh were classmate Marquis Hall 
with 17 points and freshmen Gabe Knut-
son and C.J. McCollum with ten apiece.  
Vlad Moldoveanu hit 9-of-18 shots en 
route to a game-high 24 points and he 
also grabbed 11 rebounds.
 

LAST TIME OUT
WORCESTER, Mass.  - Bolstered by 
a career-high 31 point effort by fresh-
man Gabe Knutson, Lehigh raced past 
Holy Cross 78-60 on Sunday at the Hart 
Center.  The win was Lehigh’s fi rst over 
the Crusaders in Worcester since 1998 
and the Mountain Hawks’ largest vic-
tory over Holy Cross in school history.  
Knutson sank 11-of-15 shots on the 
afternoon and joined in double digits by 
classmate C.J. McCollum who scored 17 
points and senior captain Dave Buch-
berger who added 11.  Lehigh shot 47% 
from the fi eld and held Holy Cross to 
a 32% showing.  The Mountain Hawks 
also forced the Crusaders into 17 turn-
overs and converted them into 25 points.  
Led by Knutson’s efforts, LU outscored 
its counterpart 42-20 in the paint.  Dee 
Goens led the home team with 13 points.

OFFENSE CONTINUES TO ROLL
During its last 11 games Lehigh is averaging 78.2 points on 47.3% shooting.  The last 
time Lehigh scored 70+ points in 11 consecutive games was the 1992-93 season.  The 
Brown and White scored 70 or more points in 12 straight games that season.  Lehigh, 
which scored a season-best 89 points in its win at Longwood, currently ranks second in 
the Patriot League in scoring offense at 73.5 points per contest.  

AVOIDING A SECOND HALF SLUMP
The second go-round of Patriot League play begins today with Lehigh looking to reverse 
a recent trend of slumping in the second half.  In the last three seasons the Mountain 
Hawks are only 8-13 in the second half of league play.  The last time Lehigh posted a 
winning record in the fi nal seven regular season games was 2006 when it went 5-2.

MIGHTY MCCOLLUM
C.J. McCollum continues to fi ll it up with 11 straight games of double digit points and 
a 20.4 per game average during Patriot League play.  McCollum, who ranks fourth in 
America in scoring among freshmen, is the fi rst Lehigh freshman to post three games of 
25+ points since the school’s all-time leading scorer Daren Queenan ‘88, did it during the 
1984-1985 season.  McCollum’s 358 points are already the second most by a freshman in 
school history.

FROM DOWNTOWN
In six league games Lehigh is shooting 40% from three-point range, while holding the 
opposition to a 28% showing from beyond the arc.  Individually, Dave Buchberger (52%) 
C.J. McCollum (47%) are leading the way.  During the non-league schedule the Mountain 
Hawks connected on 38% of their threes and allowed teams to hit 37%.

GABE GARNERS ANOTHER ACCOLADE
Freshman Gabe Knutson was named the Patriot League Rookie of the Week on Mon-
day.  It was Knutson’s second award this season and came on the heels of a season best 
31-point performance at Holy Cross.  Knutson and classmate C.J. McCollum are the fi rst 
pair of freshmen teammates in school history to post games of 30 or more points.  The 
Urbandale, Iowa native is averaging 13.6 points on 57% shooting during P.L. play.

DOWN-TO-THE-WIRE IN D.C.
The last six games played between Lehigh and American inside Bender Arena have fea-
tured plenty of defense and exciting fi nishes.  The Mountain Hawks have won four of the 
six meetings, but none since 2007.  The average margin of victory has been only 6.5 points 
with three games decided by fi ve or less and two games going to overtime (2004, 2009).  
Lehigh has averaged 64.2 points in the six games with the Eagles averaging 63.6 points.

SCOUTING THE EAGLES...
Head coach Jeff Jones is in his tenth season as the leader of the American program ... He 
earned his 300th career victory in AU’s win over Holy Cross on January 23 ... the Eagles 
are shooting 46% from the fl oor during league play, which is second best in the P.L. ... 
American is a perfect 3-0 at home versus Patriot League teams this season and has won 
20 straight contests at Bender Arena versus league foes... Vlad Moldoveanu is averaging 
22.7 points in league play, which is second to Colgate’s Kyle Roemer (22.9) ... American 
looks for its fi rst four-game winning streak of the season today.

MAKING POINTS OUT OF MISCUES
Lehigh outscored Holy Cross by a stagger-
ing 25-9 margin in points off of turnovers.  
In four Patriot League road games the 
Mountain Hawks have outscored the op-
position 74-56 in this category.  In three 
home P.L. contests however, Lehigh has 
been outscored 46-37 in points off of TOs.

BOARD WORK
In their fi rst nine games of the season the 
Mountain Hawks were out-rebounded 
by 4.0 boards per game, but in the last 13 
games Lehigh is sporting a +2.5 rebound 
margin and has out-rebounded nine of 
those foes.  The Mountain Hawks are cur-
rently second in the Patriot League in total 
rebounds at 37.0 per game and their 27.0 
defensive boards per game is tops in the

TURNING UP THE “D”
The Mountain Hawks lead the Patriot 
League during league play in fi eld goal 
percentage defense (38%), three-point de-
fense (27%) and scoring margin (+9.3) and 
have held fi ve of seven opponents under 
70 points.

FOLLOW YOUR SENIORS
During non-league play, Lehigh’s three 
senior starters (Buchberger, Carrington, 
Hall) combined to average 24.3 points and 
12.1 rebounds, while shooting 42%. During 
league play however, those three are av-
eraging 32.3 points and 14.3 boards, while 
shooting 44%.
