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TODAY’S GAME

Lehigh and Holy Cross meet for the 45th
time this afternoon with the Crusaders
leading the series 33-11. Holy Cross has
won the last 13 meetings here in Worces-
ter and have won eight of nine overall in
the series.

THE LAST TIME THEY MET
WORCESTER, Mass. (2/28/09) - Le-
high fell to Holy Cross by a score of
64-49 at the Hart Center in the 2008-09
regular season finale. The Mountain
Hawks were once again plagued by cold
shooting as they scored only 16 first
half points on 19-percent shooting. Rob
Keefer (13) and Zahir Carrington (10) hit
for double figures, while Patriot League
Rookie of the Year R.]J. Evans scored
a game-high 15 points. After trailing
27-16 after 20 minutes of play, Lehigh
closed to within ten points on a Marquis
Hall lay-up at the 18:55 mark of the sec-
ond, but two straight buckets by Holy
Cross upped the home team’s lead to 14
and they never looked back.

LAST TIME OUT
LEWISBURG, Pa. - Lehigh saw a
10-point lead with 3:22 remaining in
regulation evaporate and the Mountain
Hawks were eventually outlasted 81-76
in overtime by the Bucknell Bison at
Sojka Pavilion. Lehigh had one last shot
in regulation to try and win the game,
but senior Marquis Hall’s three-point at-
tempt rimmed out and the teams headed
for the extra session where the Bison
outscored the Brown and White 14-9.
Hall led Lehigh with a season-high 21
points, while freshman C.J. McCollum
added 20 but it was not enough. Joining
Hall and McCollum in double figures
for Lehigh were Zahir Carrington (14)
and Gabe Knutson (13), while Hall led
the Mountain Hawks with six assists
and six rebounds.

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HOW ‘BOUT SOME HELP HERE?

In its last seven games Lehigh’s bench has averaged just 9.7 points, including a low of
three versus Colgate and Bucknell. During that time the Mountain Hawks reserves have
not outscored the opposition’s non-starters once. In the first 14 games of the season
Lehigh’s bench averaged 28.5 points per contest and outscored its counterpart ten times.

OFFENSE CONTINUES TO ROLL

During its last ten games Lehigh is averaging 78.2 points on 47.3% shooting. The last
time Lehigh scored 70+ points in ten consecutive games was 1994. The Brown and
White finished that season with 10 straight games of 70 or more points. Lehigh, which
scored a season-best 89 points in its win at Longwood, currently ranks second in the
Patriot League in scoring offense at 73.2 points per contest.

MAKE IT FIVE FOR MCCOLLUM

For the third straight week and fifth time this season, freshman C.J. McCollum was
named the Patriot League Rookie of the Week, it was announced on Monday. McCol-
lum, who averaged 26.0 points in two games last week, is the first Lehigh freshman to
post three games of 25+ points since the school’s all-time leading scorer Daren Queenan
’88, did it during the 1984-1985 season. McCollum’s 341 points are already the third most
by a freshman in school history.

LOOKING TO SNAP THE STREAK

Lehigh looks to snap a 13-game losing streak versus Holy Cross at the Hart Center this
afternoon. The Mountain Hawks last win over the Crusaders inside this building was a
70-69 victory on February 11, 1998. Since then Lehigh has averaged 52 points per game
with a high of only 67 in the 1999 meeting. The last time Lehigh won here C.J. McCol-
lum was only six years old and Armageddon was the number-one grossing movie in
America.

FROM DOWNTOWN

In six league games Lehigh is shooting 42% from three-point range, while holding the
opposition to a 26% showing from beyond the arc. Individually, Dave Buchberger (53%)
C.J. McCollum (47%) are leading the way. During the non-league schedule the Mountain
Hawks connected on 38% of their threes and allowed teams to hit 37%.

COACHES VS. CANCER

Around the nation, college basketball coaches are teaming up for Coaches vs. Cancer
Suits and Sneakers awareness weekend. College basketball coaches will wear sneak-
ers with their sideline attire to raise cancer awareness and remind fans that by making
healthy lifestyle choices, they can reduce their own cancer risk. Coaches vs. Cancer is a
collaboration of the American Cancer Society and the National Association of Basketball
Coaches (NABC).

SCOUTING THE CRUSADERS...

Head coach Sean Kearney is in his first season as the leader of the Holy Cross program ...
the Crusaders currently rank last in the Patriot League in field goal percentage defense,
but they lead the league in rebounding margin (+3.9) and rebounds per game (37.5) ...
Andrew Keister and R.J. Evans were preseason All-Patriot League selections ... both of
the Crusaders’ league victories have come at the Hart Center ... Holy Cross is averaging
75.0 points per game at home during league play.

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BOARD WORK

In their first nine games of the season the
Mountain Hawks were out-rebounded

by 4.0 boards per game, but in the last 12
games Lehigh is sporting a +2.6 rebound
margin and has out-rebounded eight of
those foes. The Mountain Hawks are cur-
rently second in the Patriot League in total
rebounds at 37.2 per game and their 27.2
defensive boards per game is tops in the
P.L.

FOLLOW YOUR SENIORS

During non-league play, Lehigh’s three
senior starters (Buchberger, Carrington,
Hall) combined to average 24.3 points and
12.1 rebounds, while shooting 42%. During
league play however, those three are av-
eraging 34.9 points and 14.0 boards, while
shooting 46%.

MARCHING TO THE LINE

The Mountain Hawks have shot 87 more
free throws and made 68 more than their
opponents this season. Lehigh, which is
shooting 71% at the stripe, has attempted
more free throws than its opponent in 13
games, including a season best 40 vs. NJIT.
Freshman Holden Greiner is shooting a
team best 90% at the line.

NEED MORE BALANCE

Lehigh was led in scoring by seven dif-
ferent players and in rebounding by eight
different players during the non-league
schedule. However, now that Patriot
League play is here only three Mountain
Hawks have led the team in scoring (Car-
rington, Hall, McCollum) and five players
have led the team in rebounds (Adams,
Carrington, Hall, Knutson, McCollum).

UP NEXT...

Lehigh’s three-game road trip comes to an
end on February 6 at American. Tip-off is
set for 2:00 from inside Bender Arena as
Lehigh looks to snap a two-game skid in
the nation’s capital.
