Lehigh hits the road for the second straight game this evening as the Mountain Hawks
head to New Jersey to take on a very tough opponent in the Rider Broncs. Lehigh
dropped a closely contested game at Richmond on Friday evening as senior Marquis
Hall did all he could for the Mountain Hawks with 14 points, seven rebounds and six
assists, and freshman C.J. McCollum hit for 12 tallies in his collegiate debut but it was not
enough as the Brown and White fell 65-53. Rider meanwhile earned one of its biggest
wins in school history on Friday night as the Broncs went to Starkville, Mississippi and
upset the No. 18 Mississippi State Bulldogs 88-74 behind 21 points apiece from Mike
Ringgold and Novar Gadson and a sizzling 67% showing from three-point range as a
team.

LEHIGH HEAD COACH BRETT REED

Brett Reed (Eckerd ‘95) is in his third season as the Murray H. Goodman ‘48 Head Men's
Basketball Coach at Lehigh University. In two years on the sideline Reed has totaled the
second most victories by a Lehigh head coach in their first two seasons in school annals.
He has also won over 65-percent of his games at Stabler Arena, which is good for third
best on the Lehigh leaderboard. His 2008-09 accomplishments included Lehigh’s most
non-league wins ever, the best start to a season in decades, the most overall road wins
since 1991 and the school’s first-ever victory over a member of the Big East. Reed has
been at Lehigh since the 2002-03 season, serving as the associate head coach for the 2006-
07 campaign.

Unfortunately for Lehigh it left the
Mountain Hawks one point short as
the Brown and White suffered its first
loss of the season 69-68 versus the Rider
Broncs at Stabler Arena. Lehigh held a
12-point halftime lead but was unable
to hold on as the Mountain Hawks
saw their five-game win streak versus
non-league foes at home came to an
end. Zahir Carrington led Lehigh with
15 points, while Rider’s Lamar Johnson
netted a game-high 20.

LAST TIME OUT
RICHMOND, Va. - Lehigh hung with
a tough Richmond squad for nearly 39
minutes in its season opener but in the
end the Spiders outlasted the Moun-
tainHawks 66-53 at the Robins Center.
Senior captain Marquis Hall led the
Brown and White with 14 points, while
freshman C.J. McCollum hit for 12
points in his collegiate debut. Rich-
mond placed four players in double
figures led by Kevin Anderson with
16 tallies. Lehigh shot just 34% for the
game and committed 26 turnovers. The
Mountain Hawks did out-rebound the
Atlantic-10 school though, grabbing
40 caroms to Richmond’s 36. Hall and
classmate Zahir Carrington led the
Mountain Hawks with seven rebounds
apiece with Hall also adding six assists.

GLASS EATERS

Zahir Carrington pulled down 8.6 boards per game last season, which led the Patriot
League. It marked the fourth consecutive season a Mountain Hawk has ranked in the
top-three in rebounding in the league after former captain Bryan White "08 ranked first in
’07-08, second in '06-07 and third in '05-06.

CLAMPING DOWN

The Mountain Hawks defense returned to form last season as they led the Patriot League
and ranked 13th nationally in field goal percentage defense at 39%. Lehigh held 14 op-
ponents below the 40% mark from the field a season ago and limited Richmond to 38.6%
in the opener.

SIGHTS SET ON THETOP SPOT

Senior captain Marquis Hall has dished out 385 assists during his three-plus seasons in
the Brown and White, good for an average of 4.3 per game. Hall, who has totaled 118
or more assists in each of his three years at Lehigh, needs 68 helpers to break the school
record of 452 set by Scott Layer from 1986-90.

MOUNTAIN HAWKS SET MARK FOR NON-LEAGUE WINS

Lehigh won a school record ten non-league games a season ago, including its first victory
over a Big East member (Rutgers). The Mountain Hawks five non-league road victories
were the most since the inception of Patriot League play in 1990.

HALL UP FOR LOWE'’S SENIOR CLASS AWARD

Marquis Hall was recently named a candidate for the 2009-10 Lowe’s Senior CLASS
Award, presented annually to an NCAA Division I student-athlete in nine sports. Hall

is one of 60 basketball players from around the country who was chosen (30 male and 30
female).
