On the next-to-last weekend of the regular season, Lehigh continues its season-ending 
seven-dual home stand as the Mountain Hawks welcome EIWA foes Army and Frank-
lin and Marshall to Leeman-Turner Arena. The Mountain Hawks picked up their 20th 
dual win of the season last time out with a 28-12 win over Bucknell. Junior Seth Ciasulli 
and freshman Joe Kennedy led the way for the Brown and White with wins by fall, as 
Lehigh captured six weight classes on the evening. Lehigh will open the day by looking 
to avenge an 18-15 loss to Army last year at West Point, while the Mountain Hawks will 
wrap-up the day by facing off against Franklin & Marshall for the fi rst time since 2000. 

FAST FACTS
• Celebrating its 100th season of wrestling, Lehigh’s all-time dual meet record stands at 
805-380-22, which ranks sixth among all Division I wrestling programs.

• The Mountain Hawks 20 dual wins are currently the third-highest single-season total 
in school history. Lehigh is also tied with Iowa for the most dual wins in Division I this 
season.

•  Lehigh is 46-5 in dual meets against EIWA opponents since the start of the 2002-03 
season. Penn is the only EIWA team to beat Lehigh twice during that span.

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LEHIGH HEAD COACH PAT SANTORO
Coach Santoro returns to his native Bethlehem for his fi rst season as head coach of the 
Mountain Hawks. He returns to Lehigh after spending the last fi ve years as the head 
coach at Maryland where he helped resurrect the Terrapins program, which in 2008 
captured its fi rst ACC title in 35 years; a feat which earned Santoro ACC Coach of the 
Year honors. Santoro posted a 48-41-1 record in fi ve seasons at College Park, including 
an impressive 33-9 dual mark the last two years. Prior to his stint at Maryland, Santoro 
spent nine seasons as an assistant coach at Lehigh, including eight as Greg Strobel’s top 
assistant. He was named NWCA Assistant Coach of the Year in 2003 after helping guide 
the Brown and White to its third EIWA title in four years, and a fourth place fi nish at the 
NCAA Championships. A 1992 graduate of the University of Pittsburgh, Santoro won a 
pair of NCAA titles and is the Panthers only four-time All-American.

IN FRONT BY A CHINN
The lone senior in Lehigh’s starting lineup, Trevor Chinn has 
been making the most of his fi nal season in the Brown and White. 
Chinn won his fi rst 11 bouts to start the season and leads the 
team with a 23-6 record. The senior co-captain is currently ranked 
No. 14 at 149.  A two-time NCAA qualifi er, Chinn boasts a 84-43 
career record, including a 49-23 mark in duals. 
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SCOUTING THE BLACK KNIGHTS
Army carries a 10-4-1 dual record into the next-to-last weekend 
of the regular season, where the Black Knights will host East 
Stroudsburg on Friday night, before visiting Lehigh on Satur-
day. Last week the Black Knights competed in the All-Academy 
Championships, and despite fi ve individual champions Army 
fi nished second to arch rival Navy in the team race. Army boasts 
a pair of nationally ranked wrestlers in juniors Matt Kyler (No. 
11 at 149) and Richard Starks (No. 20 at 197). Both men won 
titles last weekend, along with senior Michael Sprigg and sopho-
mores Casey Thome and Rudy Chelednik. Army is currently 4-1  
versus EIWA opponents, with wins over Franklin & Marshall, 
Bucknell, Brown and Harvard and a loss to Rutgers. Ninth-
year head coach Chuck Barbee guides the Black Knights, who 
fi nished third in last year’s EIWA Championships.

NO ORDINARY JOE
Freshman Joe Kennedy is the latest in a recent string of true 
freshmen who have earned starting spots in the Lehigh lineup. 
Since the start of the 2005-06 season, seven true freshmen have 
started duals for the Brown and White, including four last 
season. Kennedy, who is tied for the team lead with six wins by 
major decision this season, will look to match Matt Fisk (2006) 
and David Craig (2007) as true freshman NCAA Qualifi ers for 
the Mountain Hawks.

GALANTE: GETTING IT DONE
One of the most pleasant surprises for Lehigh this season has 
been the performance of junior Mike Galante, who is second on 
the team with 22 wins and is ranked 12th at 165. The sixth place 
fi nisher in the EIWA a year ago, Galante is currently 16-3 in du-
als, and ranks among the team leaders with four falls.

SCOUTING THE DIPLOMATS
Franklin & Marshall enters this weekend with a 4-10 dual mark 
including an 0-6 mark against EIWA opponents. Like Army, F&M 
will wrestle a dual before visiting Bethlehem on Saturday as the 
Diplomats will visit Gettysburg on Thursday night. The Diplo-
mats are coached by Pete Schuyler, a 1983 Lehigh graduate who 
won a pair of EIWA titles and earned All-American honors for the 
Brown and White. Senior Justin Herbert is considered Franklin & 
Marshall’s top wrestler, as he boasts an 18-9 record at 174. Herbert 
placed sixth in the EIWA last season and is one of four seniors 
among the Diplomats’ probable starting lineup. Joining Herbert as 
senior starters are Al Gianforti (149), Jimmy Schulz (184) and Nico 
Somers (285). F&M has lost duals to EIWA foes Army, Bucknell, 
Rutgers, Penn, East Stroudsburg and American.
